The Recycle Games

In this lesson, students participate in relay races and games that make use of recycled materials and other "trash."
Split up into 2 teams and explain that they will be competing in The Recycle games.  First, they will compete in different activities and then in a question round.  Explain that the activities are all done by reusing materials.
· Bottle Bowling. Set up bowling pins made from 2-liter soda pop bottles. Tip: Put about an inch of sand in the bottom of the bottles; the pins will still be easy to bowl down, but the bottles won't fall as easily as they would if there was no sand in them. Each team member has a chance to bowl, and they are awarded 10 points for each bottle.
· Waste No Water. Fill a clean open-topped plastic container with water for each team; be sure the containers are the exact same size and filled to the brim with water. Set a start and finish point. At a signal, the first runner heads for the finish line, walks over the line, turns around and heads back to his or her team, and passes the container to the next person in line. At the end of the race, the team with the most water still in the container is the winner.  The winning team gets 100 points.
· Recycling Relay. Have two or three teams each form a line, with a recycling bin and trashcan at the end of each line. When you say start, team members pass recyclables down the line as they say what kind of item it is (trash or recyclable). Once it gets to the end of the line, they must put it in the correct container. The team that gets the most items in the correct container in a specified amount of time wins.  The winning team gets 100 points. 
The following questions will be used in the Jeopardy question game. (see picture below for example of the board)
Category: What does it mean?

100 Points : What does reduce mean?  Answer: finding ways to decrease the amount of garbage we throw away.

200 Points: What does reuse mean?  Answer: finding ways to use things over and over again instead of throwing them away.

300 Points: What does recycle mean?  Answer: taking old products and making them into something new

Category: Why Recycle?

100 Points: What does recycling protect?  Answer: the environment

200 Points: Recycling helps keep fewer materials from going where?  Answer: the landfill

300 Points: Recycling creates less _____ in the air.  Answer: pollution

Category: All About Plastic

100 Points: How long does it take for plastic to decompose?  Answer: 450 to 700 years!

200 Points: Name at least one thing recycled plastic can be made into.  Answer: clothing, stuffed animals, toys, new plastic bottles, bags, carpet, food packaging, blankets, and more.

300 Points:  How much of the plastic that has ever been made still exists today?  


a. 20%


b. over 50%


c. nearly all of it


Answer: C. Nearly every piece of plastic ever made still exists today!
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
